	Point of View - Purpose

	Images
	Images create a distinct atmosphere or tone that matches different parts of the story. The images produced follow the correct procedure outlined.

	Storyboard

	Economy
	The story is told with exactly the right amount of detail throughout. It does not seem too short nor too long.

	The story needs extensive editing. It is too long or too short to be interesting.

	Grammar
	Grammar and usage were correct and contributed to clarity, style and character development.
	Grammar and usage were typically correct and errors did not detract from the story.

	Meaningful audio
	Music stirs a rich emotional response that matches the storyline well. Images coordinated with the music.

	Creativity 
	Complete originality in composition and delivery, strong evidence of critical thinking skills.
